FROM THE PRINCIPAL’S DESK 
 
READ… READ… READ! 
Itôs undeniable that a childôs reading skills are important to their success in school, work, and life in general. Studies on 
the positive association between reading to children and better developmental outcomes is quite extensive. Reading to all 
ages of children (beginning when they are babies) is proven to improve and help the process of cognitive development.  
 
Although the life of a parent is often hectic, you should try to read with your child at least once a day at a regularly 
scheduled time. But don't be discouraged if you skip a day or don't always keep to your schedule. Just read to your child 
as often as you possibly can. 
 
Reading books aloud to children stimulates their imagination and expands their understanding of the world. It helps them 
develop language and listening skills and prepares them to understand the written word. ... even after children learn to 
read by themselves, it's still important for you to read aloud together.  
 
Reading helps children find the tools they need to succeed in life. Having access to information through the printed word 
(on paper or online) is an absolute necessity. Knowledge is power, and books are full of it. Through books we can enrich 
our minds; we can also relax and enjoy some precious leisure moments. 
 
With your help, your children can begin a lifelong relationship with the printed word, so they grow into adults who read 
easily and frequently whether for business, knowledge, or pleasure. 
 
Taking the time to read with your children on a regular basis sends an important message: Reading is worthwhile. 
 
REPORTS AND PARENT/TEACHER MEETINGS 
 
Teachers will spend tomorrow finalising assessment and writing reports for students. Parents can expect reports to come 
home with students on Friday 22nd June. The reports will outline your childôs progress so far this year, provide comments 
on strengths and weaknesses and outline areas for possible improvement over the next semester.  
 
Students will spend time with their teacher setting goals which will also be written in their report. Evidence tells us that in 
order to achieve the best outcomes for students, it is important for them to verbalise their goals. Students who can 
accurately reflect on their progress do far better than those who are passive in their learning. The research also shows us 
that students are usually the most accurate judges of their progress and, most importantly, where they need to focus next.  
 
Time will be set aside over the last two weeks of term for parent/teacher meetings where you will have the opportunity to 
meet with the class teacher to clarify aspects of the written report, reaffirm future learning goals and to view student 
portfolios &/or samples of student work. We encourage students in Grades 4 ï 6 to attend these to join in the discussion 
and reflect with you on their learning progress.
